Poziv za sudjelovanje

Institut za povijest umjetnosti, Galerija Klovicevi dvori i Muzeji lvana Mestrovica u sklopu
retrospektivne izloZzbe, a povodom 140. obljetnice rodenja, organiziraju znanstveno-strucni
skup kojem je cilj iznova i iz novih perspektiva sagledati Zivotni put i cjelokupno djelovanje
Ivana Mestrovica (Vrpolje, 1883. — South Bend, Ind., SAD, 1962.).

Djelo lvana Mestroviéa snazno je obiljezilo hrvatsku umjetnost 20. stoljeca, a posebice
kiparstvo. Stvarao je punih Sest desetlje¢a ostavivsi neizbrisiv trag svojim javnim spomenicima,
arhitektonskim zahvatima, a gotovo da ne postoji vaznija umjetnicka zbirka u Hrvatskoj i
svijetu koja ne posjeduje njegove radove. Mestrovic je aktivno sudjelovao u kreiranju
politickih zbivanja u prvoj polovici 20. stoljeca te je bio nezaobilazan akter drustvene i
politicke scene. Hvaljen i osporavan, sagledavan u stvaralackim fazama, ali i integralno, njegov
je opus dozivio mnogobrojne valorizacije i revalorizacije. Svako je vrijeme MeStroviceve
skulpture tumacilo na svoj nacin te isticalo vrijednosti i posebnosti. Polje njegova djelovanja i
utjecaja vrlo je sloZzeno i raznorodno te iziskuje interdisciplinarna istrazivanja i razlicite
perspektive. Cilj je skupa okupiti strucnjake iz razlicitih znanstvenih podrucja i struka, a
posebice povjesni¢are umjetnosti, koji ¢e se novim istrazivanjima i spoznajama odmaknuti od
ustaljenih sudova i ocjena koje su pratile MesStrovicev lik i djelo za njegova Zivota, ali i poslije,
u razdoblju struc¢ne i znanstvene valorizacije njegova djelovanja.

U skladu s navedenim, dobrodosle su prijave koje ¢e tematizirati razlicite aspekte
Mestrovic¢eva stvaralaStva u nacionalnom i medunarodnom kontekstu, njegov Zivotni put i
njegovu vaznost kao nezaobilaznog protagonista drustvenog Zivota. Posebno ce se cijeniti i
prilozi koji ¢e kriticki sagledavati dosadasnja tumacenja njegova djelovanja.

Sluzbeni jezici skupa su hrvatski i engleski. Ocekuju se izlaganja u trajanju do 15 minuta.
Prijave se primaju do ponedjeljka, 22. sije¢nja 2024. u 12 sati, a prijavitelji ¢e o prihvacanju
izlaganja biti obavijeSteni do 2. veljace 2024. Sudjelovanje se prijavljuje slanjem sazetka
izlaganja opsega do 150 rijeci i kratke profesionalne biografije izlagac¢a opsega do 70 rijeci na
adrese elektronicke poste ¢lanova organizacijskog odbora Irene Krasevac (ikrasevac@ipu.hr) i
Petra Preloga (pprelog@ipu.hr.).

Call for papers

As part of a retrospective exhibition celebrating the 140th anniversary of lvan Mestrovi¢’s
birth, the Institute of Art History, Klovi¢evi Dvori Gallery, and the Ivan MeStrovi¢ Museums are
organising a scientific and professional conference with the aim of reexamining the life and
work of lvan Mestrovi¢ (Vrpolje, 1883 — South Bend, Ind., USA, 1962) from new perspectives.

Ilvan Mestrovi¢’s work has strongly marked Croatian art in the 20th century, especially in the
domain of sculpture. He created for a full six decades, leaving an indelible mark with his public
monuments and architectural interventions. There is hardly any significant art collection in
Croatia or the world that does not possess his works. Mestrovi¢ actively participated in
shaping the political events in the first half of the 20th century and was a crucial figure in the
social and political scene. Praised and contested, viewed in creative phases as well as
integrally, his oeuvre has undergone numerous valorisations and revalorisations. Each era
interpreted Mestrovi¢’s sculptures in its own way, emphasizing their values and uniqueness.
The field of his activity and influence is very complex and diverse, requiring interdisciplinary
research and different perspectives. The goal of the conference is to gather experts from
various scientific fields and disciplines, especially art historians, who will, through new
research and insights, move away from established judgements and assessments that
accompanied Mestrovic’s life and work, both before and after his death, in the period of
professional and scientific valorisation of his activities.

In line with the above, submissions are welcome that will address various aspects of
Mestrovi¢’s creativity in the national and international context, his life, and his importance as
an indispensable protagonist in social life. Contributions that critically evaluate previous
interpretations of his work will be particularly appreciated.

The official languages of the conference are Croatian and English. Presentations of up to 15
minutes are expected. Applications are accepted until Monday, 22 January 2024, at 12.00 PM,
and applicants will be notified of the acceptance of their presentations by 2 February 2024.
Participation is registered by submitting an abstract of up to 150 words and a brief
professional biography of the presenter, up to 70 words, to the e-mail addresses of the
members of the organising committee Irena Krasevac (ikrasevac@ipu.hr) and Petar Prelog
(pprelog@ipu.hr.).

The conference organisers are unable to reimburse participants for travel expenses and the
cost of staying in Zagreb. There is no registration fee for participation in the conference.

The organisers plan to publish the conference papers in an internationally peer-reviewed
book.
